The purpose of the Middle School educational program is to provide each student with the opportunity to develop to the full extent of 
his/her capabilities. The Before/After School Activities program plays an integral part in achieving this goal.  All students are urged to 
take advantage of these programs to develop academic, artistic, athletic, cultural, social, and leadership skills. 
 
For your child to participate, you must fill out the after school student activities permission slip.  We cannot accept any phone calls as 
a substitute for a completed permission slip.  The permission slip must be completed and signed by a parent or guardian.  If your 
child wishes to participate in more than one activity, please list the activities clearly on the permission slip. The permission slip must 
be returned before your child is able to participate in the activity.  Participation will be determined on a first come/first serve basis 
where membership limitations apply.  If you know that your son or daughter will not be able to attend an activity on a certain day, we 
would please request that you call the school and inform the instructor. 
 

• Each activity must have a minimum of 10 students signed up in order to run.   
• Morning activities run from 7:00-8:00.   
• Afternoon activities run from 2:30-4:00.   
• After school activities will not run on ½ days or no school days. 
• Before school activities will not meet on delayed opening days or no school days. 
• If necessary, advisors will notify students of individual activity schedule changes. 
• Pick-up transportation plans must be made in advance of the activities starting date. There are no late buses.  We ask that
